TEAM DISCIPLINE POLICY

As much as we don’t want to think that problems will arise, some usually do present themselves over the course of a season.  When a situation arises that is detrimental to the team or to the player we will follow the team discipline policy when handling the situation.  The policy will be a four step plan that includes various staff throughout the campus community.  It is our hopes that any problem can be quickly remedied and is not the intention of the football staff to act as investigators or a court in dealing with an issue.  One premise I hope to impart on the players is that we are all accountable for our actions and responsible for the consequences of these actions.  Our ultimate goal is to help correct problems and help the young men involved in the program make better decisions and give them strategies on how to make better choices in the future.

4 Step Discipline Plan 

1st Step – 1st Offense – Meeting with head coach and player involved.  Player is                     given warning and physical consequences/community service consequences may be administered.

2nd Step – 2nd Offense – Meeting with head coach, player and captains.  Player 

participation will cease until meeting is held.  Player is given second warning and physical consequences /community service consequences will be administered.  Parent will be contacted regarding 2nd offense.

3rd Step – 3rd Offense – Meeting with head coach, player, parent and athletic director. Player may receive up to a one game suspension.  Length of suspension is at discretion of head coach as determined by severity of offense.  Consequences may also include physical consequences/community service.

4th Step – 4th Offense – Meeting with head coach, player, parent, athletic director and/or school administrator.  Player may be suspended for the remainder of the season.  

In some cases, the severity of the offense may cause steps in the plan to be skipped.  Criminal acts or severe school/team violations could cause steps 3 or 4 to be first course of action.  It is not our intent to be a justice system, but this plan gives a guide for dealing with problems fairly as they might occur through the course of the season.

Any school policy regarding discipline issues will take priority over football policy.
